MINUTES
FINANCE COMMITTEE MEETING
MARCH 14, 2016

The FINANCE COMMITTEE of the CALAVERAS COUNTY WATER DISTRICT (CCWD) met in
the CCWD Board Room at 120 Toma Court, San Andreas, California at 9:00 a.m.

Public Comment:

Mr. Duncan commented on the 2013 rate increase and infrastructure.

2. Approval of Minutes: January 19, 2016 and February 23, 2016

3. New Business:
3a. Discussion/Action Regarding Creation of the CCWD Public Financing Authority:

Mr. Meyer joined Mr. Cameron Weist, of Weist Law Firm, into the meeting for item 3a via
telephone conference. Mr. Meyer commented that this item has been brought to the
Finance Committee for discussion and review at the recommendation of the Board of
Directors at the March 9, 2016 meeting. The District has three options, 1) create a
Public Financing Authority (PFA) with the Independent City Finance Authority (ICFA); 2)
create a PFA with the California Statewide Communities Development Authorities
(CSCDA); or 3) a one-time use of a third party non-profit organization to secure funding.
Partnering with ICFA or CSCDA would be a long term relationship with future funding
opportunities and would cost the District between $15-$20K, the one-time option would
cost approximately $5K. Mr. Meyer opened up the discussion for questions and
comments.

Director Underhill leans towards the long term relationship, but questions the role of the
Board and what will be required of them. Mr. Meyer replied that the District Board
members would hold seats under the Calaveras County Water District Public Financing
Authority. Director Mills commented on the public perception of the District and the
partnering choice should be made with positive feedback in mind. Mr. Meyer
commented that both companies are backed by very reputable firms and discussed the
partnerships they have already formed.

Mr. Meyer mentioned that if expediency is a priority ICFA should be the choice, or the
one-time option of a third party non-profit organization. Mr. Meyer said he would work
with Mr. Weist to get the timeframe of the CSCDA process. Mr. Weist commented that
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approval of bond documents have to be completed at regularly scheduled PFA
meetings.

Direction was given to form a Public Financing Authority and the next step is the
selection choice. This matter will be brought to the full Board at the next meeting.

Public Comment:
Mr. Duncan recapped his understanding of the bond process. Mr. Meyer explained this
is being driven by the USDA grant/loan component and future funding opportunities.

Dave Eggerton arrived at 10:00 a.m.
Recess called at 10:00 a.m. — resumed at 10:06 a.m.

3b. Report on the Monthly Financial Reports for February 2016:
Mr. Meyer opened up the discussion for questions.

Budget Status Report:

Director Underhill commented on the overall percent of actual revenue and expenses to
budget. She questioned how the CPPA increase will affect the budget. Mr. Meyer
replied there will be an annual increase of approximately $200K. Director Underhill
commented on the legal fees budget.

Claim Summary:

Director Underhill questioned the charges against the Ebbetts Pass Blagen Mill Pond
project. Mr. Eggerton replied that staff is working with the Department of Fish & Wildlife
on permitting, environmental and mitigation issues. There was a discussion about the
status of the old office headquarters and the American with Disabilities Act (ADA) issues.
Director Mills commented that he submitted his questions to staff.

Direction was given to send the Claim Summary to the full Board.

3c. Discussion/Action on the RFP for Auditing Services:

Mr. Meyer mentioned this item is a follow up from the full Board meeting of March 9,
2016. Mr. Meyer stated that 15 Request for Proposals (RFP’s) were mailed and 10 were
received back. Director Underhill narrowed her choice to four — Brown Armstrong
Accountancy Corp., Fedak & Brown LLP, Larry Bain, CPA and White Nelson Diehl
Evans LLP. Director Mills has selected — Brown Armstrong Accountancy Corp., White
Nelson Diehl Evans LLP, Fletcher & Company and The Pun Group, LLP. Staff has
requested that Richardson & Company be added to the selection process. Director Mills
stated how the proposers responded to the RFP should be an important factor in the
selection process. Mr. Meyer suggested moving the Finance Committee to April 12 to
conduct telephone interviews and have a selection for Board consideration on April 27.
There was further discussion on the audit process and needs of the District. Mr. Meyer
suggested interviewing no more than three prospective firms. An e-mail will be sent to
the committee members with comparison information for the interview selection.

Public Comment:
Mr. Duncan questioned why there is a move to change audit staff. Mr. Meyer replied
that the general practice is to change auditors every three to five years.
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3d. Update on the FY 2016-17 Operating Budget:
Mr. Meyer stated that the Board approved the 5 year Capital Improvement Program
(CIP) budget at the March 9, 2016 Board Meeting. With this portion now approved, the
next step is to work on the operating and capital outlay budgets. Completed department
budgets are due to Finance on April 1, 2016.

Mr. Meyer mentioned there hasn’t been an increase in rates related to the operating
budget since FY 2011-12. Balancing the operating budget will continue to be a
challenge, with the biggest challenge being the reduced water consumptive revenues
due to the drought. The sewer fund continues to operate in the red, and a reallocation of
the property tax revenue should be reviewed during the budget process. There were
discussions regarding a cost of service study to be completed after the FY 2015-16 audit
is completed and various ways to cut costs.

Public Comment:
Mr. Duncan commented on the reduced home values due to sewer rates.
