MOTION: / adopting Resolution 2016-  accepting the bid
received by T&S Construction Co., Inc of Sacramento, California as the lowest
responsive and responsible bid in accordance with the recommendations made by the
District’'s legal counsel, and awarding the Contract as approved by USDA Rural
Development, and authorizing the General Manager to execute a Construction
Agreement with T&S Construction Co., Inc. in the amount of $4,142,358.00 for the
Ebbetts Pass Reach 3A Water Transmission Pipeline Replacement Project, CIP 11078.

SUMMARY:

As tabulated below, seven (7) bids were received at the January 21, 2016 bid opening
with T&S Construction Co., Inc. being the apparent low bidder.

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On January 27, 2016, the District received a letter from Mozingo Construction protesting
the bid submitted by T&S Construction. As directed by the District’'s legal counsel, the
subject bid protest was advanced to T&S Construction for opportunity to reply. Based
upon the reasons set forth by District's legal counsel (per attached memo dated
February 12, 2016), it is advised that the protest by Mozingo Construction be rejected
and recommends award of the contract be made to the lowest, responsive and
responsible bidder, T&S Construction Co., Inc. This memo by District's legal counsel
was forwarded to Mozingo Construction on February 22, 2016.

All bid information, bid protests and legal counsel recommendations were submitted to
Mike Starinsky, State Engineer for USDA Rural Development in Davis, CA and, as of
April 4, 2016, USDA provided approval to move forward with the Award of the Contract
to T&S Construction Co., Inc. The District is concurrently finalizing necessary funding
documents for its loan with USDA.

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS:

The budget originally approved by USDA was $5,000,000 total with $1,378,000 USDA
Grant, $2,622,000 USDA Loan and $1,000,000 CCWD funds. The District is
anticipating total implementation costs to be slightly higher with an updated budget
estimate of $5,300,000, as summarized below. The District is obligated to fund all
additional project costs above the original budget provided to USDA. Except for
available grant funds, the Ebbetts Pass Reach 3A Water Transmission Main
Replacement Project is being funded by the District's Renovation and Replacement
(R&R) Water Capital Improvement Program which has been adequately funded for this
project through FY15/16 and the remaining project balance will be funded for FY16/17.

RECOMMENDATION

Based upon the reasons set forth below, it is recommended that the Board of Directors reject the
protest of Mozingo Construction, Inc., and award the contract to the lowest, responsive,
responsible bidder, T&S Construction Co., Inc.

FACTUAL BACKGROUND

As part of Calaveras County Water District’s (the “District”) Capital Renovation and
Replacement Program the District issued a Notice Inviting Bids on the Calaveras County Water
District Ebbets Pass Water System Reach 3A Pipeline Replacement Project (the “Project”). The
Project is located in Arnold and White Pines and consists of construction of 19,300 feet of 12-
inch water main and sixteen (16) pressure reducing stations. The Project replaces an existing
pipeline which was installed in 1965 and is in poor condition. Part of the financing for the
Project is being provided by the Consolidated Farm and Rural Development Act.

On January 21, 2016, the District received seven (7) bids for the Project. At bid opening, T&S
Construction Co., Inc., (“T&S”) was the apparent low bidder with a total price of $4,142,358.00.
Mozingo Construction, Inc. (“Mozingo”) was the apparent second low bidder with a total price -
of $4,177,920.00.

After bid opening, on January 27, 2016, Mozingo submitted a bid protest to the District.
Mozingo protests the award of the Project to T&S claiming that T&S’s bid was nonresponsive
because (1) T&S’s Vice President, Arthur Spinella did not have the ability to bind T&S to the
bid and (2) T&S did not legally authorize the submission of the bid bond, because it was not
attested to by the Secretary of T&S.

After receipt of the protest from Mozingo T&S was notified of the protest and asked to provide a
response to the protest, which it did on February 1, 2016.

ANALYSIS

Mozingo claims that T&S’s bid is nonresponsive because the Certificate of Authorization
submitted by T&S with its bid was not properly executed by T&S. Specifically the Certificate of
Authorization provides in relevant part:
