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6 23,000 feet (4.3 miles) of 12-inch Ductile Iron Pipe - 250 to 300-psi
6 1,300 feet (0.25 mile) of 8-inch ductile iron pipe
6 Old pipeline built 1965 2 New pipeline should last 75 years

6 Starts at CCWD water treatment plant in Avery on Hunter Dam Road and ends
just west of Brice Station Vineyards

6 CCWD will strive to not interrupt water service for more than 1 day

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6 Mozingo Construction won the project bid at $6.7 million
